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PREMIERE OF THE FILM VICINO ALLA MONTAGNA 

Production company Symbiophonic AS is launching the film VICINO ALLA MONTAGNA on November 12 2009.

The premiere is a cooperation between The Norwegian Embassy in London and The Norwegian Foreign Ministry.

Six years in production

Producers Fred Jonny Berg and Tomas Evjen have been working on this film since 2003. Berg is responsible for the script, direction, editing and music, while Evjen is the chief cameraman and is responsible for post-production. The executive producer is Symbiophonic AS, while the technical producer and co-producer is News on Request AS. 

At carefully-selected locations in Saltdal, Misvær and Beiarn, filming has taken place in a setting provided by nature itself. 

‘This is completely in line with the script,’ says director and composer Fred Jonny Berg. 
‘To be able to be a part of the unique natural surroundings of Saltdal is a great thrill. Along with the staff in front of and behind the camera, we have also tried to follow the basic concept of the script. This can be said to be a contemplative examination of the question of what can happen when a person has problems absorbing the impressions from music and nature as a powerful entity.’
The actors in the film are Rebekka Nystabakk and Mona Solhaug.

‘The important and sophisticated work done by the actors over several years is completely decisive for the mood of the film,’ Berg says.

According to Berg, the film is unusual because it uses original, melodious music without verbal action, as well as a set of fictions to underpin the epical in the script. 

The music can be perceived as both melodious and dramatic and is performed by a group of chamber musicians with the pianist Wolfgang Plagge at the head, as well as one the world's foremost orchestras, the Philharmonia Orchestra from England, directed by Fred Jonny Berg.

‘Purely artistically, this is the usual “take it or leave it” from my side. As long as you feel that you have been completely honest with yourself and your script, the rest is up to the individual's subjective interpretation. It is up to the different audiences to find out what is “between the lines” in the film's action.’
General certificate

Even if there is nudity in the film, the one-hour long film has been awarded a general certificate from the Norwegian Media Authority.

‘This is not surprising and confirms the script's intentions. The human nudity is set in a natural framework in relation to nature and music, which can also be seen as being naked,’ says director Fred Jonny Berg. ‘It would be a logical break if some elements are dressed in this production,’ Berg continues. ‘The film is suitable for all age groups, but is perhaps best suited to young people and adults when it comes to being able to interpret the action,’ Berg explains.

Blu-ray in 2010

After VICINO ALLA MONTAGNA has its cinema premiere, work starts on releasing it on Blu-ray. This is due to happen in 2010, and the film will be the second released in the quartet Symbiophonies – in which MONTAGNA CON FORZA was the first part a few years ago.

VICINO ALLA MONTAGNA has been supported by the Foundation Alt For Rognan, Nordland Regional Council, North Norwegian Film Centre and Innovation Norway, as well as a range of sponsors. The launch in London is supported by the Norwegian Foreign Ministry, and the production FLUTE MYSTERY, from where the orchestral music for VICINO ALLA MONTAGNA is taken, was recently purchased by the state's purchasing programme for recordings. 

The upcoming launch marks the end of a two-part launch in London. The first was a concert in London earlier this year, where the Philharmonia Orchestra, sisters Emily & Catherine Beynon and the conductor Vladimir Ashkenazy took part.
